From dream to reality is a friendly and safe environment for schools, 
community groups and interested parties to be introduced to the world of 
disabilities, dementia and aged care. Many of our residents, patients and 
clients are living in facilities, nursing homes or hospitals away from the publicÕs 
eyes and awareness. It can therefore be difficult for our school children, 
churches and local communities to know and understand their world and the 
working roles of healthcare staff and support volunteers.  

From dream to reality is presented by Jennifer Freeman from FutureAge 
Care. Jennifer has spent many years working in residential aged care with the 
frail elderly and those with dementia. She also works with adults with 
disabilities including those with brain injuries and she is a regular public 
speaker and workshop trainer. Jennifer worked for 2 years as a Chaplain, 
talking with and listening to people living with AlzheimerÕs, terminal illness and 
survivors of suicide attempts and traumatic accident. She begins by telling the 
story of one person who had a burning desire to become involved in working 
within aged care. It is a great opportunity to encourage those considering 
working with the elderly or people with a disability, and to highlight to school 
students the various options for future employment in healthcare. 

For school presentations and young people, Jennifer can also share the 
dangers of what can happen when a person takes drugs, crosses a road 
without due care and dangerous driving that has left people with severe 
disabilities and brain injuries. The Sensory Enrichment demonstration and 
practical session are fun and informative and the 1 hour ends with some 
inspiring ideas and simple ways in which we can help connect and feel more 
comfortable with the elderly and those with disabilities around us.   

For local community groups and those inspired to volunteer and help within 
this industry in some way, Jennifer can share her voluntary work experiences 
and highlight some very real and practical ways of involvement and how to get 
started.
